 Mix 76 grams (equivalent to the 3 ounce line on the scoop enclosed in each pack size) of Sav-A-Caf® Professional 
THERACAF™ Electrolyte powder, into 2 quarts of warm water.  Stir to dissolve.

FOR MILD TO MODERATE SCOURS: 
Continue milk replacer or whole milk feeding.  Feed 2 quarts of electrolytes solution per calf 1-3 times daily, depending 
on the severity of scours and level of dehydration.  Continue feeding electrolytes solution 2-3 days, or until scours have 
stopped and hydration is normal.   
 
  
 FOR SEVERE DEHYDRATION: 
Continue milk replacer or whole milk feeding.  Feed 2 quarts of electrolytes solution 3 times daily per calf.  Use of an 
esophageal feeder may be required.  Contact your veterinarian for severely dehydrated calves or those not responding 
to therapy.   
 
  
 DURING PERIODS OF STRESS: 
Mix 1.34 ounces (38 grams) of electrolyte powder in 2 quarts of water per calf.  Mix fresh solution daily and provide 
fresh, clean, free-choice water.   
 
  
 WHEN RECEIVING SHIPPED CALVES:
