Recommended amounts of Whole Milk Add-Vantage are based on feeding 2 quarts of
pasteurized whole milk per calf per feeding. Feed TWICE daily.

Store the powder in a cool, dry place for maximum stability. Avoid leaving the package open for extended
periods of time.

To assure proper distribution of product to all calves being fed, continuous agitation of solution during feeding is
recommended.

Calf program success is based on sound management principles and proper calf nutrition.
Pasteurization and proper sanitation are essential parts of a well managed biosecurity program.
Avoid using unpasteurized milk, as it potentially contains pathogenic bacteria that can cause illness in calves.

Energy and protein offered are based on the total amount of nutrients supplied by the complete solution, and
can be affected by the whole milk component of the solution.
